Downloading RISA.com.au fields as at 1 August 2008

The following information documents the process that users are required
to follow to download race fields from the Racing Information Services
Australia (RISA) website (www.risa.com.au).

1. From the www.pointandclick.com.au website, click on the RISA.com.au
Fields link from the menu to the left of the screen. Alternatively, you
may use the following address within your web browser:

2. You will then be presented with the RISA.com.au Website Screen:

3. From the RaceFields menu on the left hand side of the page, click on
state which fields you wish to download. For example, New South
Wales.
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4. You will then be presented with the list of fields available for the
desired state, in this case New South Wales. From the Acceptances
column, click on the date of the meeting you wish to download. This is
using the LEFT mouse button. In this case, I’ll click on the Rosehill
Acceptances for 0208.
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5. When viewing the Field list, click on the button OzRacing Version
located in the top right corner of the screen, just below the RISA logo.

6. A copyright notice will then be displayed, you need to click on I Agree
with the LEFT mouse button.
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7. The Ozracing version of the fields will then be displayed in a pop-up
box as follows:

8. From the menu, click on File -> Save As. You will then be presented
with a WebPage Save dialog box as follows:
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9. You now need to change the “Save as Type” Option which is one of the
three dropdown lists located at the bottom of the save screen. By
default, the option will be Web Archive, Single File (*.mht). Please
change the option to: WebPage HTML Only (*.htm;*.html)

10. Navigate to where you wish to save the file and Click on the Save
button to Save the fields.

11. Click on the [X] box located at the top right hand corner of the pop-
up display to close the box.

12. Repeat steps above until all fields have been downloaded
successfully.
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
